On March 35, 2013, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA), Office of
Civil Rights (OCR), received correspondence from Mr. ||| I and received
supplemental communication on July 15, 2013. These correspondences allege that,
because of negligence, several buildings owned by the Lott’s Realty Company fail to
provide basic living conditions. The complaint also alleges that several tenants have been
either improperly evicted or threatened with eviction. EPA does not provide financial
assistance to the Lott Realty Company. Additionally, the complaints do not allege that
the Lott Realty Company’s actions were based on race, color, national origin, sex, age, or
disability. Therefore, OCR does not have jurisdiction to investigate these complaints.

However, Mr. [l s complaints state that the buildings of concern are
Section 8 housing. Because the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
may have subject matter expertise over the allegations in these complaints, OCR is
referring these complaints to your office for your review and any further action as you
deem appropriate. A copy of the complaints are enclosed and the Complainant is copied
on this letter to notify him that we are forwarding his complaints to your agency.
