The Plan seeks to outline how
EPA will make a visible difference in communities across the country by advancing
sustainability and innovation, and providing sound scientific advice, technical and compliance
assistance, and other tools that support states, tribes, cities, towns, rural communities, and the
private sector. Under this Plan, EPA will continue to improve the way we do business, engaging
closely with our public sector partners at all levels and the regulated community to achieve
environmental benefits in the most pragmatic, collaborative, and flexible way possible—for our
children and future generations.
