This letter responds to your letter dated April 10, 1995
concerning the Environnental Protection Agency's (EPA) gui dance
menor andum of March 11, 1991 entitled "New Source Review Transitiona
Qui dance." You specifically request clarification on the applicability
of the prevention of significant deterioration (PSD) regulations at 40
CFR 52.21 to nodifications at major stationary sources that increase
em ssions of noncriteria air pollutants.

Under the PSD regul ations, stationary sources that emt, or
have the potential to enit, any air pollutant subject to
regul ati on under the Clean Air Act (Act) in major amounts [see 40
CFR 52.21 (b)(1)(i)(a)] are major sources. The pollutants regul ated
under the Act may be criteria or noncriteria pollutants. Likew se,
maj or nodifications for any air pollutant subject to regulation under
the Act, either criteria or noncriteria, at major stationary sources
are subject to the PSD regul ations (see 40 CFR 52.21(i)(2)]. For PSD
applicability purposes, an increase in a criteria pollutant is not a
requisite for nodifications that increase noncriteria pollutants to be
subject to PSD. For your exanple, this neans that a nodification
resulting in a net emissions increase of 4 tons per year of fluorides
is a major nodification subject to the PSD requirenments even if there
woul d be no increase in the emssions of a criteria pollutant. Note
t hat under section 112(b)(6) of the Act as anmended in 1990, the
hazardous air pollutants |isted under section 112 of the Act are not
subject to the PSD provisions.
