* Diesel Engine Upgrade Grants ($1 million): EPA is funding tribal clean-diesel projects that
reduce air pollutants from diesel exhaust, such as nitrogen oxides and particulate matter. Up to five
tribal assistance agreements will awarded, between $30,000 and $800,000 each. Projects can involve
school buses, transit buses, heavy-duty diesel trucks, marine engines, locomotives, energy production
generators and other diesel engines. For more information, visit http://go.usa.gov/354NV. This
competition is part of the Diesel Emission Reduction (DERA) Program, which funds projects to retrofit
or replace older diesel engines.

Y Emergency Community Water Assistance Grants:The U.S. Department of Agriculture
program helps eligible rural communities recover from or prepare for emergencies adversely affecting
the supply of drinking water. Up to $150,000 is available to repair breaks or leaks in water distribution
lines, and to pay for related maintenance. Up to $500,000 is available to construct a new water source,
intake, and/or treatment facility or waterline extensions. A federal disaster declaration is not required.
