The conditions at the Red and Bonita Mine Site present an endangerment to human health 
and the environment and meet the criteria for initiating a removal assessment action under 40 
CFR section 300.41 S(b )(2). All activities directed by EPA's On Scene Coordinator must 
remain consistent with The National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency 
Plan (40 CFR 300). 

Background 

The Red and Bonita Mine is located approximately eight miles north of the town of 
Silverton, Colorado, in San Juan County. Continuous flow of approximately 250 to 300 
gpm discharges from the mine adit and carries high levels of dissolved zinc and other 
metals. In coord ination with the Colorado Department ofReclamation, Mining and Safety, 
an entry into the mine is planned for July 8, 2013. 

The Red and Bonita Mine is located above l 0,000 feet, therefore a warm weather 
action is imperative. 

Objectives 

The purpose of this work is to temporarily manage water during the mine entry process 
including a system to minimize the release of suspended solids in the adit drainage to Cement 
Creek. The water is slightly acidic and the adit floor contains metal precipitates and sediment 
up to approximately 3 feet deep. Controlling the release of the settled solids during the mine 
entry will require conveying the water from the portal to a containment area and/or tanks 
before it is released to the existing drainage. Solids collected during this operation may 
require disposal at the county landfill. I twill be necessary to manage the water and 
containment areas to prevent erosion of surrounding soil and mine waste dump solids.
