We received your August 3, 2010, petition requesting that the EPA take action under the
Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) to prohibit the manufacture, processing, and distribution
in commerce of lead shot, bullets, and fishing sinkers.

After careful review, EPA has determined that TSCA does not provide the Agency
with authority to address lead shot and bullets as requested in your petition, due to the exclusion
found in TSCA § 3(2)(B)(v). Consequently, we are denying that portion of your petition.

We are reviewing the request in the petition regarding lead fishing sinkers and will
respond to you when we have made a determination on that matter.
