The Department is proposing to reissue the above referenced permit for the discharge of steam engine
condensate and compressor cooling water from your Beecher Falls facility to Hall Stream.

The permit is based on the requirements of the Vermont Water Quality Standards and the
federal Clean Water Act. The effluent limitations and sampling requirements are unchanged from the
recently amended permit which currently authorizes this discharge.

After any comments received during the notice period have been addressed, the permit will be sent to
the Secretary of the Agency of Natural Resources or her designated representative for final approval
and signature.

Any person, prior to the above date, may submit a written request to this office for an informal public
hearing to consider the proposed permit. Any hearing request shall indicate the interest of the party filing
the request and the reasons why a hearing is warranted. A hearing will be held only if the responses to this
notice indicate significant public interest.

FINAL ACTION/RIGHTS TO APPEAL TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL COURT

At the conclusion of the public notice period and after consideration of additional information received
during the public notice period, the VANR will make a final determination to issue or to deny the permit. -
Pursuant to 10 V.S.A. Chapter 220, any appeal of this decision must be filed with the clerk of the
Environmental Court within 30 days of the date of the decision. The appellant must attach to the Notice of
Appeal and the applicable entry fee, payable to the State of Vermont.

The Notice of Appeal must specify the parties taking the appeal and the statutory provision under which
each party claims party status; must designate the act or decision appealed from; must name the
Environmental Court; and must be signed by the appellant or their attorney. In addition, the appeal must
give the address or location and the description of the property, project or facility with which the appeal is
concerned and the name of the applicant or the permit involved in the appeal.

The appellant must also serve a copy of the Notice of Appeal in accordance with Rule 5(b)(4)(B) of the
Vermont Rules for Environmental Court Proceedings.
