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Area of Expertise: Tim researches, designs, and applies local scale air quality models, 
portable sensor technologies and citizen science, and decision analysis techniques to inform 
environmental health assessments and support evidence-based decision making. His research 
leverages both regulatory and non-regulatory approaches to improving environmental conditions 
and engaging a broad range of stakeholders, including public residents, local and federal 
agencies, community organizations, and academic institutions. Tim’s work on environmental 
health assessments acknowledges that local social and economic considerations are also 
important to develop cross-cutting approaches and evidence-based decisions to improve 
environmental health.  
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
