emissions.

• The Hub provides organizaKons with a regularly updated and easy-­‐to-­‐use
comprehensive set

  emission factors that	
  can be used for such
conversions.

combusKon of fossil fuels at a facility (e.g., boilers, turbines, process heat).

–	 Intensity projecKon can be used as one benchmark in seNng a goal
–	 Primarily provides guidance on GHG emissions intensity trends rather than

absolute trends -­‐ most	
  useful for organizaKons starKng out	
  on their GHG
management	
  journey and that	
  are considering intensity goals iniKally.
