The following description provides the column definitions for the spreadsheets containing the original 2005-2007 PM2.5 data used in the analyses involving application of proportional and locally-adjusted rollback methods (see section 3.2.3 of the PM NAAQS Risk Assessment).  Each spreadsheet contains three tabs labeled “values”, “annual” and “daily”, respectively.  The tab labeled “values” contains an area’s daily PM2.5 concentrations.  The definitions of the columns are contained in the following table.

	A flag signifying the monitor’s attainment status for the 24-hour PM2.5 NAAQS for 2005-2007: A = attainment with complete data, NA = non-attainment with complete data, inc-a = attainment with incomplete data, inc-na = non-attainment with incomplete data
