AT HOME:

» Use energy-efficient light bulbs and rechargeable batteries.
* Reuse plastic bags.

» Ask to be removed from paper mailing lists.

* Don't throw anything away that can be reused or repaired.

» For unwanted used electronics, try upgrading the device to
continue using it. Otherwise, donate or recycle it.

 Print on both sides of paper (and use recycled paper)
or do not print at all.

« Compost your food scraps and yard waste.
