Dear Mr. Charbonneau:

We are proposing to issue you the above referenced permit for the discharge of quarry wastewater from
the Northeast Aggregate Corporation to an unnamed tributary of Hungerford Brook. A draft of this
permit is enclosed for your review and comment. Please note that we have added a monthly monitoring
requirement for total suspended solids (TSS). During an internal review of the draft permit, the
Monitoring Assessment and Planning Program requested this be added citing this requirement will
provide information to evaluate in the event there are exceedances in either TSS or Turbidity. TSS
values are also used to compare instream flow to assess potential impacts.

In order to facilitate the issuance of your permit in the shortest possible time, we are also placing it on
the required 30-day public notice immediately. If we do not hear from you within 30 days of the date of
this letter and if there is no response within 30 days which requires a public hearing or major permit
modification, the permit will be sent to the Secretary of the Agency of Natural Resources or her
designated representative for final approval and signature.

PUBLIC COMMENTS/PUBLIC HEARINGS

Written public comments on the proposed permit are invited and must be received on or before the close
of business day (4:30 pm) April 13,2016 to the Agency of Natural Resources, Department of
Environmental Conservation, Watershed Management Division, 1 National Life Drive — Main 2, Vermont
05620-3522. Comments may also be submitted by e-mail using the e-mail comment provisions included
at http://www.watershedmanagement.vt.gov/. All comments received by the above date will be
considered in formulation of the final determinations.

During the notice period, any person may submit a written request to this office for a public hearing to
consider the proposed permit. The request must state the interest of the party filing such request and the
reasons why a hearing is warranted. A hearing will be held if there is a significant public interest
(including the filing of requests or petitions for such hearing) in holding such a hearing.

FINAL ACTION/RIGHTS TO APPEAL TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL COURT

At the conclusion of the public notice period and after consideration of additional information received
during the public notice period, the VANR will make a final determination to issue or to deny the permit.
Pursuant to 10 V.S.A. Chapter 220, any appeal of this decision must be filed with the clerk of the
Environmental Court within 30 days of the date of the decision. The appellant must submit the Notice of
Appeal and include the applicable filing fee, payable to the state of Vermont.

The Notice of Appeal must specify the parties taking the appeal and the statutory provision under which
each party claims party status; must designate the act or decision appealed from: must name the
Environmental Court; and must be signed by the appellant or their attorney. In addition, the appeal must
give the address or location and the description of the property, project or facility with which the appeal is
concerned and the name of the applicant or any permit involved in the appeal.

The appellant must also serve a copy of the Notice of Appeal in accordance with Rule 5(b)(4)(B) of the
Vermont Rules for Environmental Court Proceedings.
