EPA proposes the following as the Final RCRA Corrective Action Permit for the Facility:

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under the authority of the Solid
Waste Disposal Act, as amended by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976 (RCRA)
and the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984 (HSWA), 42 U.S.C. §§ 6901-6992k, and
regulations promulgated thereunder and set forth at 40 C.F.R. Parts 260-271, has prepared this Permit
for Tecumseh Redevelopment, Inc. (Permittee) for its Williamsport Wire Rope Disposal Area located
on approximately 4.2 acres in Williamsport, Lycoming County, Pennsylvania (Facility).

A. CORRECTIVE ACTION

Section 3004(u) of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6924(u), requires corrective action for all releases of
hazardous waste or constituents from any solid waste management unit (SWMU) for all permitted
treatment, storage, or disposal facilities, regardless of the time the waste was placed in the unit. While
the EPA has granted the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania (the Commonwealth) authorization to
operate a state hazardous waste program in lieu of the federal program, pursuant to Section 3006(b) of
RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6926(b), the Commonwealth has not received authorization for the Corrective
Action Program. EPA is, therefore, issuing this permit (hereafter EPA Permit) so that the Permittee
can satisfy its Corrective Action requirements at the Facility.

The complete RCRA permit for purposes of 3005(c) of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6925(c), consists of
two portions:

e this Corrective Action Permit, issued by EPA and which addresses the provisions of
HSWA; and

e the Facility’s RCRA Post-Closure Permit, No. PAD 003 053 753, issued by the
Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP), which addresses the
provisions of Title 25 of the Pennsylvania Code, for which the Commonwealth has received
authorization under Section 3006(b) of RCRA, 42 U.S.C. § 6926(b), to administer and
enforce in lieu of the federal hazardous waste management program under RCRA (hereafter
Post-Closure Permit).

EPA has determined that protection of human health and the environment has been achieved at
the Facility and will continue to be achieved at the Facility within the meaning of Section 3004(u) of
RCRA as long as: the necessary operation, maintenance, and monitoring activities are performed, as
required by the Facility’s Post-Closure Permit; and, land and groundwater uses are restricted in order
to minimize the potential for human exposure to contamination, as described in the EPA RCRA
Corrective Action Final Decision and Response to Comments for the Facility (EPA Final Decision).
