7.5 (17A,455A) Commencement of cases.

A contested case commences when a notice of hearing i1s delivered
to a party. A notice of hearing will be prepared and issued by the
presiding officer when the department receives a notice of appeal
from a person other than the department, or a petition from the
department, as provided in this rule.

7.5(1) Notice of appeal. Any person appealing an action of the
department shall file a written notice of appeal within 30 days of
receipt of notice of the department®s action, unless a shorter time
period is specified by the particular rules or statutes governing the
subject matter. The notice of appeal shall state the name and address
of the appellant, identify the specific portion or portions of the
action of the department that is being appealed, and include a short
and plain statement of the reasons the specific action is being
appealed.

7.5(2) Petition from the department. When the department seeks
to suspend or revoke a permit or license, institute licensee
disciplinary proceedings, or otherwise commence a contested case, it
shall file a petition as described 1n 7.8(1).
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
