As required under title V of the ('lean

Air Act ("the Act") as amended by the
1990 ('lean Air Act Amendments. I:.I)A

promulgated rules on July 21, 1992 (57
FR 32250). that define the minimum
elements of an approvable state
operating permit program and the
corresponding standards and
procedures by which EPA \\ill approve.
oversee, and withdraw approval of state
operating permit programs. These rules
are codified at 40 ('ode of Federal
Regulations (CFR)Part 7{). Title V and
Purl 70 require that states develop, and
submit to EPA. programs for issuing
operating permits to all major stationary
sources and to certain other sources.

The Act requires states to develop and
submit these programs to EPA by
November 15, 1993, and liPA to approve
or disapprove such program within one
year alter receiving the complete
submittal. If the State's stlhmission is
materially changed duriug the one-year
review period. 40 CFR § 70.4(e)(2)
allows I!PA to extend the review period
for no more than one year Ik)llowiug
receipt of Ihe additional materials. I-PA
reviews state operating permit programs
pursuant to section 502 of the Act and
4(1 ('FR Part 70, which together outline
the criteria h)r approval or disapproval.
Where a program substantially, but not
fully, meets the requirements of l'art 70,
I-PA may grant the program interim
approval for a period of up to two years.
Additionally. where a slate can
demonstrate to the satisfaction of EPA
that reasons exist to .instil3' granting u
sourcc category-limited intcrim
approval. I'PA may so exercise its
authority. A program with a source
category-limited interim approval is one
that substantially meets the
requirements of Part 70 and that applies
It) at least 6{')(/• of all affected sources
which account for 809; of the total
emissions within the state. If t-•PA has
not fully approved a program by
Noventber 15, 1995, or by the end of an
interim program, it must establish and
implement a federal operating permit
program for that state.

I•.PA received New Jersey's title V
operating permit program submittal
initially on November 19, 1993.
floweret, liPA found that submittal to
be incomplete. In a February 4, 1994
letter to the New Jersey Department of
l,nvironmenlal Protection (NJl)l].Pt. liPA
informed New Jersey of the
incompleteness determination and
listed the deficiencies that must be
corrected. I-PA received New Jersey's
