The State and Local Emissions Inventory System (SLEIS) is the 
most widely-used tool for repor�ng  point source air 

emissions data to the US EPA. Through a CROMERR-compliant 
online process, regulated sources can submit point source 

emissions, inventory data, and related informa�on.

Highly customizable, SLEIS allows each state or local agency 
to configure the system to meet their own unique needs
Built-in valida�on rules cover most of the same checks 
performed by the US EPA, greatly reducing quality assurance 
checks and submission errors.

Aency users can review/edit reports, approve or deny 
amendment requests, generate data reports for analysis, and 

create emissions fee invoice reports.

SLEIS allows agency users to populate CERS staging tables 
with facility inventory and point source emissions data. A 
built-in Node client can then be used to generate CERS XML 
files and submit them directly to EIS.
