Symptoms include shortness of 

breath, extreme fatigue, mental fog, tingling in hands, abdominal tightness, dizziness, etc. I have seen dozens of doctors and have had all sorts of tests including blood work, urine analysis, neurotransmitter testing, EEG, brain MRI, chest xrays, EKG, cardiosonigram, abdominal ultrasound, chest CT and sleep studys. So far 

all of the tests are coming back normal, with the exception of postural orthostatic tachycardia reported. I have tried different medications such as pyridoxine supplements which initially helped but now just make me more tired, modafinil to decrease GABA which just made me more tired, and dexamethasone to stimulate 

the production of monoamine oxidase which has caused extreme fatigue. My symptoms are ongoing and I have been suffering with no end in sight. I have contacted reporters, doctors, hospitals, the CDC, poison control, professors, etc and no one is able to do anything to help me. While I can speculate some level of 

mechanism of the toxin via online publications, nothing has helped me. All I want to do is to get better so that I can get back to work in my doctorate program in biology. Because hydrazine is a controlled and limited substance, there are hardly any reports of hydrazine exposure in the past decade. The only recent reports I 

can find are twelve airmen exposed in May of 2016 at the Homestead Air Reserve Base, six members of the national guard exposed at the 177th Fighter Wing treated at AtlantiCare Regional Medical Center in August of 2016, and 7 workers at the N.J. nuclear reactor building in April of 2017. I have tried to get in contact 

with anyone and everyone involved and no one will speak to me in the matter.
