WITH THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS ALTERATION, AND UNTIL OTHER-
WISE AUTHORIZED BY THE COMMISSION, THE COAMPANY SHALL IMPLE-
MENT THE FUGITIVE DUST CONTROL PLAN (HEREINAFTER REFERRED
TO AS THE "FDC PLAN") WHICH WAS SUBMITTED TO THE STAFF ON JULY
29, i38i. THE FDC PLAN SETS FORTH THE ACTIONS AND PROCEDURES
TO BE USED BY THE COMPANY TO CONTROL FUGITIVE DUST AT THE
FOUNDRY. THE FDC PLAN CONSISTS OF THE FOLLOWING:
(1) A STATEMENT OF POLICY BY THE MANAGEMENT OF THE
COMPANY.
(2) A DESCRIPTION OF THE “CONTROL ACTIVITIES" THAT WILL BE
USED BY THE COMPANY TO CONTROL THE FOLLOWING SOURCES
OF FUGITIVE DUST AT THE FOUNDRY:
(a) LOADING AND UNLOADING OF OPEN STORAGE PILES OF
BULK MATERIALS.
(b) TRANSPORTING OF BULK MATERIALS,
(c) OUTDOOR CONVEYING OF BULK MATERIALS.
(d) ROADS AND LOTS.
(¢) BUILDING VENTILATION.
(3) A DESCRIPTION OF THE EDUCATION AND TRAINING THAT WILL BE
PROVIDED TO THE COMPANY PERSONNEL THAT ARE RESPONSIBLE
FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF THE FDC PLAN.
EITHER THE COMMISSION OR THE COMPANY MAY REQUEST A REVISION
TO THIS CONTROL PROGRAM TO MEET CHANGING CONDITIONS IN

ACCORDANCE WITH GENERAL RULES 374(8).
