With immigration adding more numbers to this group than any other, the Millennial population is projected to peak in 2036 at 76.2 million
Hispanic, Asian, and black millennials are more likely than whites to say that they will do better financially than their parents and that the life of their generation will be better than that of their parents
Still, there remain sharp disparities in education attainment across groups, with Hispanic and black millennials falling behind their Asian and white counterparts.
