Power Plant Emissions and Air Quality:  Data Quality and Transparency

Emissions Data

1. Power plants collect hourly data
2. Power plants submit collected data to EPA each quarter
3. EPA verifies, stores and makes the data available to the public
4. EPA uses data to determine program compliance and assess results (e.g., Progress Reports)
Air Quality Data
1. Partners collect data at CASTNET monitoring sites

2. Filter packs are sent to laboratory for testing and analysis

3. EPA verifies, stores and makes the data available to the public

4. EPA uses data to create maps and charts (e.g., Progress Reports)
