Four of the new electrical distribution buildings are part of the Ocean 
Outfall Legislation Program to reduce nutrient discharges by 2018, eliminate the use of ocean outfalls by 
2025, and reuse 60 percent of wastewater flows by 2025. The purpose of the project is to construct new 
electrical facilities that enable the wastewater treatment plants to operate continuously during storm 
events and minimize the risk of potential untreated wastewater discharges.
