Tree Pruning Workshop
Friday, November 8, 9:00 am - 12:00 pm Central Time
Portage, Indiana
 
Join CommuniTree for a free pruning workshop!
Proper pruning is critical to the long-term health of
the urban forest and safety of communities. This
free half-day workshop will include presentations
on the principles of proper pruning followed by field
demonstration and hands-on practice. Pruning from
the ground level will be covered. A limited quantity
of tools (hand pruners, saws, pole pruners, etc.) will
be available for practice, but participants are
encouraged to bring their own tools and eye
protection.

Who should attend?
This workshop is intended for anyone interested in learning the basics of
proper pruning from the ground level. Target attendees include municipal staff
and officials (arborists, tree board members, parks staff, public works,
engineers, planners, etc.) and volunteers interested in helping to maintain their
community's urban forest. Pre-approval for 3 Continuing Education Units from
the International Society of Arboriculture is pending.
