You must complete this form to notify the U.S. EPA that you intend to close a Underground Injection Control
(UIC) Class V well at your facility. You may complete one form for more than one of the same type of Class V
well at each facility. For example, if you will be closing two drywells that are of similar construction at your
facility, you may use one form. The numbers below correspond to the numbers on the form.

1. Supply the name and street address of the facility where the Class V well(s) is
located. Include City/Town, State (U.S. Postal Service abbreviation) and Zip Code. If
there is no street address for the Class V well, provide the route number or locate
the well(s) on a map. If available, for the "Location” provide the Latitude/Longitude of
the well or the legal description of the facility.

Program Director at least 30 days prior to well closure of you intent to close and abandon your well. Upon
receipt of this form, if the Director determines that more specific information is required to be submitted to
ensure that the well closure will be conducted in a manner that will protect underground sources of
drinking water (as defined in 40 CFR §144.3), the Director can require the owner/operator to prepare,
submit and comply with a closure plan acceptable to, and approved by the Director.

Please be advised that this form is intended to satisfy federal UIC requirements regarding pre-closure
notification only. Other state, tribal or local requirements may also apply.
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
